We all know he’s the greatest and we’re going to tell the world about him and his great show.  

It’s great to have you both in the club.  I hope you will have a great time as a member of this 

great club for a great guy! 

AUDREY:  Great! 

ALICIA:     (Looking inside the envelope) There’s supposed to be a picture in here. 

                   (They both rip at the envelope until finally, Alicia grabs a picture and holds it to her chest.) 

ALICIA:     Oh, he’s so cool. 

AUDREY: Let me see! (She takes the picture and holds it to her chest) Oh, I get goosebumps. 

ALICIA:     Set it here so we can both see it. 
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
